Aogai-nuri, a classic technique of Takaoka lacquerware (mother-of-pearl inlay technique using thin shells
of about 0.1mm; the white seashells emit a blue glow against the backdrop of a black lacquered base) and
the sabie technique (using a paste made of water, lacquer, and whetting powder for design purporses).
